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RE:  Sale of Raffle tickets by Squadrons at District Functions

DATE: 21 Feb 09

Issue: To clarify when and under what circumstances can Raffle Tickets, which are used to offset the Squadron’s costs of District events, be sold at the various District functions.

Background:  As Squadrons resume the function of hosting the Fall and Spring conferences and as they continue to host the District Cruise and Rendezvous, they often need to conduct raffles to raise funds which are used to offset the expenses associated with those events.  Traditionally, District has four events throughout the year at which these raffle tickets may be sold.  They are:

1. The Spring Conference;

2. The Summer Cruise and Rendezvous;

3. The Fall Conference; and 

4. The Winter Operations Training and Workshop.

The success of the sale of raffle tickets is an essential part of the funding of a successful event.   And, the sale of raffle tickets can assist in the active and advance promotion of a District event which the District fully encourages.  However, the primary monetary assistance resulting from the sale of raffle tickets must be allowed to go to the event currently being hosted.  The unrestricted and competing sale of other raffle tickets may otherwise result in the current event being under funded.  

Policy: 
It shall be the policy of District 20 as follows:

1.  
Squadrons can sell their respective raffle tickets at their own event and, in addition, as follows:


a.
Spring Conference raffle tickets can be sold at the prior Fall Conference and Winter Operations Training and Workshop;


b.
Summer Cruise and Rendezvous raffle tickets can be sold at the prior Winter Operations Training and Workshop and Spring Conference; and


c.
Fall Conference raffle tickets can be sold at the prior Spring Conference and Summer Cruise and Rendezvous.

2.
 Squadrons that are selling their respective raffle tickets at their event may sell them at any time and location during the event except as follows:


a.
The actual meetings of the commanders, the council, and the conference;


b.
During the actual presentation of a seminar, workshop, or presentation; or


c.
Any event similar to a. and b. above.

3.
Squadrons that are selling their raffle tickets at an event other than their own event (i.e. the selling of the Fall Conference or Cruise and Rendezvous tickets at the Spring Conference) are limited to selling such tickets as indicated below:


a.
Except as indicated in paragraph 3b below, tickets may only be sold at a table set up for that purpose near the registration table for the current event and only during the time the registration table for the current event is scheduled to be open, such time to be established and published by the hosting squadron after and subject to approval by the District Commander.  This table is also to be used to advertise or promote the future event for which the raffle tickets are being sold; and


b.
Additionally, if a squadron has a hospitality room at a prior event indicated above in paragraph 1, that squadron’s raffle tickets may be sold within the squadron’s hospitality room during the times the room is scheduled to be open to the District as indicated by the Conference Schedule.

4.
If a Squadron desires to sell raffle tickets at an event being hosted by another Squadron as allowed above, it must contact the hosting squadron at least 30 days in advance of the event to arrange for a table.  If a squadron desires to sell raffle tickets at the District Operations Training and Workshop, it needs to contact the District OT Chair at least 30 days prior to Operations Training and Workshop.

5.
Except as indicated and allowed herein, raffle or other prize winning tickets shall not be sold by any Squadron or individuals at any District event indicated in Paragraph 1 above.  Nothing herein shall limit the distribution or the giving away of any centerpiece or other item or benefit based upon any lottery, ticket handout, chance drawing or other system of distribution provided it does not include nor require the purchase of a ticket or chance by the payment of money or include a request for a donation of any additional monies in order to win or be eligible to win. 

6. 
Individual changes or exceptions in the above policy are strongly discouraged.  Individual changes or exceptions to this policy may be made by the District Commander upon written request and after the Commander’s consultation with the hosting squadron or the OT chair, as appropriate.
